The Snow Monkey's park is located in "Hells Valley" so called because of the natural
volcanic activity present there. This activity then produces onsens (hot springs) In
winter the valley is covered with a blanket of snow and the temperature drops as
you go deeper into it. In fact is gets so cold that the monkeys will sit in the hot spring
water pool for long periods. The park is home to about 200 of the loveable monkeys

One of the most visited temples in
Japan, Zenkoji was founded 1400 years
ago and stores, what many believe to be
the first Buddhist statue ever brought to
Japan. A copy of the statue is shown to
the public every six years for a few
weeks. The next opportunity will in 2015.
Most recently rebuilt in 1707, Zenkoji's
main hall has a tunnel in its basement in
which visitors are trying to find and touch
the "key to paradise" in complete
darkness. The key is attached to the wall
and grants enlightenment to anybody
who touches it.

Obuse is a small town. It is mostly known for its famous former resident: the
Japanese woodblock painter Hokusai. Three major museums in the town are
dedicated to this artist. Apart from the museums, the town also offers a number
of other interesting places to visit like a local sake brewery.Your choice of
Japanese fish or meat and choice of local Obuse wine or sake.
